Mogadishu
Current supply situation not too bad – despite wars. Have aquifers and wells are used. However –

· Price of supply by donkey cart – improved quality and piped supply – long term dream – but needed. 

· City trapped as underdeveloped unless supplies modernised

· Basic human rights issues

· Need for stable government

· Need for long term planning

· Need for foreign aid

· Need to addrees supplies as rural to urban migration will be occurring as in all LEDCs so needs increasing supply.

· NE NIGERIA and Komodugu scheme that helped Kano city? Big reserviors and transfers? – similar climate – however was a rural downside. Perhaps smaller scale storage and transfer better? Maybe Mogadishu as the central city needs this high tech scheme? (but who pays and it must kick start the whole economy).
· Problem serious given population growth and outdated supply. NOT SUSTAINABLE – a worsening problem.
