	The flash flood happened about 3.30pm on August 16th 2004.    2


	Over 100 people rescued by 7 helicopters.       3

	A small seaside tourist resort  4

	58 properties flooded and 4 were demolished.   5
	About 200 mms of rain fell that afternoon         6


	On north coast of Cornwall       7
	Seen as an exceptional event – once in 400 years. So no need to act       8


	No-one killed – so less pressure to act.

	Could plant trees on upper steep slopes to intercept rain.        10


	Could install control dams in the upper valley. 11

	Steep sided valleys lead to rapid run-off 12

	No fatalities : one broken thumb.13

	Below Bodmin Moor 14

	High tides hold the river water back flooding the coastal plain 15
	About 1000 residents and tourists were affected and had to leave find temporary shelter 16


	29 out of 31 Cornwall fire stations occupied and had to stay 7 days. 17

	Impermeable rocks and thin soils mean rainwater runs off. 18

	40 kms north west of Plymouth   19
	84 cars wrecked with 34 washed out to sea.   20


	Could straighten the river channel and line it with concrete. 21
	At the mouths of the River Valency and River Jordan.  22


	Total cost of damage about £2 million.  23
	Could prevent rebuilding on the lower flood plain by the harbour.  24
