Crickhowell Would Welcome a Tesco Express? What would be the best site for such a development?

Student Guidance Sheet – the Route of the Enquiry

Are the hypotheses correct? You will collect, refine and put forward evidence to either support these statements or disagree with them. You will visit the town centre to collect primary data and you will also use some secondary data to help you reach your conclusion. It is suggested that you use the following structure to present your written report.

1) Introduction

Use this to set the scene. How have supermarkets expanded their share of the market in the UK and what are the good and bad points of this? What is a Tesco Express?   What is ‘new’ about the Tesco Express type of store? If you use secondary data such as from websites you must credit each site used and say why you used that material. Where are the existing shops in Crickhowell and what are they like? Where are the possible sites for a Tesco Express in Crickhowell?

2) What do the Crickhowell Public think? (about existing shopping services and a proposed Tesco Express?)

Where do local people shop currently? How many shop locally and for how much of their shopping? What do people think of the local shops in Crickhowell? We can questionnaire public opinion about the possible development of a Tesco Express and you could draw graphs to represent the results which you could then describe and interpret in writing. You could hold more detailed conversations with certain key individuals to find out their viewpoint. You could write up these views and explain who you spoke to and why you think their opinion is important.

3) What are the good and bad points of each site?
Where are the possible sites for a Tesco Express in Crickhowell? (Link this to the sketch map of Crickhowell that you have already drawn.) Use a range of primary data to judge the potential of each site for use as a possible Tesco Express. Within your account you should include annotated photos and site plans (for a few sites) and statistics from your scoring system to judge the good and bad points of each site. You should consider the social, environmental and economic impacts of developing your preferred site so that you can consider whether it would be a sustainable development.
4) Your conclusion

Does the evidence suggest that the hypothesis is correct? What are the main reasons why you have come to this conclusion? If A Tesco Express were to open where would you build it? Is your conclusion definite or are there aspects that put you in two minds? Is it likely that most people would agree with you or can you suggest (with reasons) why some people might disagree with you? How do your findings match with the broader UK picture?

5) Your evaluation

If you had unlimited time and resources how might you improve your enquiry? How valid are your conclusions – is your data reliable? Outline the strengths and weaknesses of the primary and secondary data that you used as evidence?
