Geography GCSE Course Study Data Gathering Exercises

Year 10 Pupils are now starting their GCSE Course Study on the topic ‘Abergavenny Should Have a Cinema’. This study is worth 15% of the final GCSE grade and the assignment should be handed in to the geography teacher before the end of this school year i.e. by Friday July 10th.

As part of the study we are gathering data within Abergavenny with separate small groups of students each afternoon from Monday 1st June through to Friday 5th June. The group will leave at 1.30pm from the Community Centre and will return to school before 5pm. The trip requires a consent form and a contribution of £5.00 towards the transport costs. Your child should have noted the day they are scheduled to participate on the consent slip.

As part of the work we are required to undertake a full risk assessment:

· Your child will need to behave sensibly and to follow all instructions.

· Your child must follow all school rules even though they are off site.

· Your child must pay due regard to traffic hazards and follow the Highway Code.

· Your child must stay with their assigned working group and must be respectful in their dealings with other persons not from our school.

If your child cannot agree to follow these instructions completely and without question then they should not participate in the visit.

The pupils will be monitored at a distance by the staff throughout the period. They will be able to carry mobile phones to contact staff in an ‘emergency’ and should consider bringing a camera to record images of the sites visited.

The work will require visits to sites using a map and an assessment of the suitability of each site for the location of a cinema.

Non-participating pupils will be supplied with copies of the information collected by those participating but will miss out on the learning opportunities of the actual visit.
