Key Idea 2: 
Management strategies may be evaluated in relation to their success in dealing with:

a) geomorphological processes

b) human activities

c) impacts on some environments or communities some distance from their point of implementation

Essay practice 7 – from June ’04 exam.
To what extent does human activity make management strategies necessary in your chosen geomorphic environment? Assess the effectiveness of the management strategies adopted.

The essay practice 7 looks particularly at human activities [(b) above] (essay practice 6 looked at geomorphological processes (avalanches in particular) [as in (a) above].

There are two areas I want us to cover

1) Alaska

2) Nepal

There are big global issues here (for part c above) 

a) in Alaska there is the debate about the continuation / expansion of oil exploration. This links to the US government policy and world fears about fossil fuel usage feeding Global Warming. The oil industry can affect processes and landforms throughout Alaska.

b) In Nepal the retreat of glaciers (because of Global Warming due to actions taken by industrialised nations and not Nepal itself) is leading to increased risks of catastrophic outburst floods. These occur in high mountainous regions and affect communities much further away down valley.

In Alaska I want to cover the management of:
i) Avalanche hazards in Juneau (the Alaskan state capital in SE Alaska)

ii) Human activities such as building, forestry, mining, HEP, Leisure activity, tourism and road links to Juneau ( from the main part of the south coast down the Panhandle to Juneau) which may impact on processes and landforms
In Nepal I want to cover
i) Glacial Lake Outburst Flood (GLOF) management.
