GG6 Coursework – The Individual Investigation.

This is the most challenging part of your Advanced Level course – as so much depends on yourself. The hardest part is ‘getting started’ and planning a workable hypothesis. You must ask for teacher guidance as and when you need it and you must keep to schedule. You need to understand exactly what is expected of you so read the following:

1. Initial Background

The WJEC Specification pages 40 – 44. This includes the mark scheme. Look at the level descriptors that you must meet to get high marks. Look at what is needed in each section to reach LEVEL 3 attainment. You need to use this all the time you are working on your study. June 07
2. Getting an Idea

Read through the Checklist and Ideas sheets. Work on getting a topic – human or physical. Then a more specific topic to study. Think about something that would interest you. Can you link to another A Level you are studying as the work will benefit your learning in two subjects. Try to think of your topic as a question you are going to try and answer or at least investigate.





July 07
3. Firming up your Proposal

This is part A  of the wJEC Guidance : Establishment of an effective sequence of enquiry. Follow points 1-8 closely.

· Complete the proposal sheet and discuss with your teacher (before starting collecting data).

· You could complete an Outline Proposal sheet to submit to the WJEC examiner to get their feedback.

· Next you have to complete parts 1 – 7 of sheet AGG1(I) and discuss this with the teacher at a second initial planning meeting. The teacher should fill in box 7 then if your coursework is acceptable; (if not you may be suspended from lessons until this plan is sorted out effectively).

September 07
4. Collect your data
· Make sure you have done a FULL risk assessment. This form goes in your appendix section afterwards.

· Have you made sure your fieldwork equipment is available when you need it

· Make sure you have permission to access any site (in advance) and that any secondary data you need is available to you.

5. Writing Up

Follow 

· the booklet of advice that we have provided, 

· the specification from the WJEC – parts B,C,D,E points 10-14, 

· the mark scheme level descriptors

November, December, January 07/08
6. Submission

The writing up always takes longer than you would like. You must leave enough time for this. You will lose marks if you have rushed this. Make sure you follow the guidance in the mark scheme for E General Presentation – it would be silly to lose marks here. Remember you will also be revising for January unit exams. Not later than February 1st 2008.
