	Bangladesh is a poor country. It is an LEDC

	Bangladesh is one huge flood plain and delta.



	Bangladesh has 125 million people (about double the population of the U.K.)

	Global Warming may make the monsoon rains get heavier so there may be more flooding.

	The people of Bangladesh could try to leave their country – but where would they go? No other country would take them all.

	To build the embankments Bangladesh would have to import stone as the country is a flood plain – made of mud.

	Bangladesh is the mouth of the rivers Ganges, Brahmaputra and Meghna.


	Bangladesh could try to build huge embankments to stop the floods.


	The embankments could cost £10 billion each year to build and maintain. The country only earns £41 billion a year.

	Global warming will make the floods get bigger. About once every ten years virtually the whole country floods.



	20% of Bangladesh floods each year in the Monsoon rainy season.
	Global Warming may cause more snow to melt in the Himalayas making the rivers more likely to flood.



	Perhaps richer countries should help to pay for the flood protection in Bangladesh.
	So Bangladesh can’t really afford to protect itself.


	Bangladesh is dependent on agriculture (farming). People live on the rice that they grow.

	Global warming will be more than the inconvenience of roads being flooded. Lives will be lost as water supplies get contaminated by flood water.

	Global Warming may make the summers warmer so that cyclones may be stronger and more frequent. This will flood coastal areas.


	Bangladesh hardly burns any fossil fuels – they don’t cause Global Warming. So other countries should help.

	So Global Warming may cause more devastation damaging expensive machinery in factories.
	66% of the people live near starvation level. They are desperately poor.
