3a) RELIEF RAINFALL

and

3b) RAIN SHADOW



Cold ocean current  (Canary Current)





Warm moist westerly wind cooled by cold current





Vapour in air at ground condenses to give fog





Banks of fog occur over the sea





Warm air rises over Atlas Mountains





Air cools





Vapour condenses into clouds





Heavy rain over Atlas Mountains – even snow in winter





And so… the air is made drier





And SO… making air drier





Air sinks after passing Atlas mountains





Air warms up as it sinks





Any moisture left in the air evaporates





Clouds disappear leaving sunny, blue skies





And so … it is very DRY in the SAHARA DESERT
