Abergavenny needs a cinema: How to STRUCTURE your work
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Part 1: a)What is the distribution of cinemas around Abergavenny/SE Wales? b)Is there a link between the population of settlements and the number of cinema seats?

Results: In the results you present what you have found out in words and images (maps, graphs, images, diagrams etc). Describe what your images show but more importantly try to explain their significance – draw out learning points that help to answer our overall hypothesis or question – about whether Abergavenny should have a cinema.

1. Detailed guidance…. You can use this as a guide but don’t be afraid to go your own way and to use initiative….

a) write a paragraph introducing a map – the map should show where the towns are around Abergavenny are that have cinemas. Write about 4 bullet points pointing out key facts about the map – e.g. “Abergavenny is a fairly large town in Monmouthshire but it DOES NOT …………”


b) Write some text introducing your graph of the data sheet provided. The scattergraph? might show population of towns plotted against number of cinema seats in the town.  Number each point and provide a key.

Give the graph a title.

Add the mid point and the trend line.

Write about any anomalies.

Useful later…

Can you use the graph to predict (from Abergavenny’s population) how many seats a cinema there should have? Write about this – explaining what you have done and why..
