	Example – granite can be impermeable and impervious
	Example reasoning – if the granite rock is impermeable it will not absorb surface water. Being impervious means it  also lacks cracks / joints that would absorb surface water. So if it rains heavily onto the granite the water cannot enter the ground. So instead it will run-off over the surface as overland flow.  This will put the water into the river channel quickly and the river will rise to a high peak with a short lag. It will be a flashy hydrograph.
