Plate Boundaries: ICT Room Activity
· What are the different types of plate boundary? Have a diagram to illustrate the boundary and the movement of the plates. Name a real location.
· What distinctive landforms (relief features) are found at each type of plate boundary? Could be labelled on a diagram or a series of diagrams. Name some real examples.
· What hazards are found at that type of plate boundary? Be specific e.g. shallow focus earthquake of little magnitude; acid lava very explosive dangerous volcanoes.

1. Constructive Plate Boundary (continental rifting)

2. Constructive Plate Boundary (mid-ocean ridge)

3. Destructive Plate Boundary (ocean v. continent subduction)

4. Destructive Plate Boundary (ocean v ocean ‘island arc’)

5. Destructive Plate Boundary (continental collision)

6. Conservative Plate Boundaries
