	International governments
	Kyoto Protocol adopted on in 1997 and entered into force on 16 February 2005. 191 states have signed and ratified the protocol.  39 industrialized countries and the European Union commit themselves to a reduction of four greenhouse gases produced by them - countries agreed to reduce their collective greenhouse gas emissions by 5.2% from the 1991 level.

In 2012 the Kyoto Protocol to prevent climate changes and global warming runs out. To keep the process on the line there was an urgent need for a new climate protocol. At the conference in Copenhagen 2009 the parties of the UNFCCC met for the last time on government level before the climate agreement needs renewing.
	The US under the era of President Bush refused to sign. Republicans tend to be Global Warming ‘sceptics’.
No agreement could be reached – did newly developing powers like India and China sabotage the meeting?

	UK government
	The UK signed both the Kyoto Protocol, and is on track to exceed its Kyoto target for reducing greenhouse gas emissions.

In 2006, the Stern report was published in the UK by HM Treasury. It was the first report of its kind into the economic impact of climate change. It found that the costs of inaction far outweighed the costs of action.

In November 2008, the UK government passed the Climate Change Act. The Act sets legally binding targets for reducing emissions by 80 per cent on 1990 levels by 2050. Core principles - sustainable, proportionate and integrated, and collaborative and open.
	All mainstream parties want to tackle climate change.
Targets are long term and may not be met.

People setting targets may not be there at the deadline for delivery.

	Welsh Assembly
	Reduce greenhouse gas emissions by 3% per year from 2011 in areas of devolved competence, against a baseline of average emissions between 2006-10 

Achieve at least a 40% reduction in greenhouse gas emissions in Wales by 2020 against a 1990 baseline. Have set target ranges for  emissions reduction in - Transport; Residential; Business; Agriculture and land use; Public sector; Waste sector.
	Committed to action – but budgets being cut in current economic circumstances.
Only certain ‘devolved’ powers.

	Companies
	M&S – launched action in 2007 with 100 commitments to achieve within 5 years. Targets include combating climate change, reducing waste, the use of sustainable materials, ethical trade and helping customers lead healthier lifestyles
Indian company Godrej - 25% of the shares are held in a trust that invests back in the environment, healthcare and education. Godrej has gained trade by letting other companies know of its environmental work in conserving Mumbai’s mangroves.
	The company had decided selflessly, for the good of the planet, to charge customers 5p for every plastic bag. (The Times – accusing M&S of hypocrisy)
Can make a difference and be good for trade!

	Pressure Groups
	e.g. FOE  Friends of the Earth's is working for a future where:
We can go on benefiting from healthy natural systems 
That means thriving forests, productive soils and reliable weather.
People in poor countries get a better deal 
Everyone should have a good quality of life and protection from the climate change that rich countries have caused. 
Rich countries have transformed their energy use 
We'll use what we need - but we won't be wasting it. More green energy, lower bills, and cosier homes. 
We can still travel in style 
But with less harm to people and climate. Cleaner cars, better public transport, and people walking and cycling more - we'll be fitter too. 
A fair society and a green economy are the best ways to achieve a safer climate.
	A long term process – need to persuade the public and the politicians.
