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	Eyjafjallajökull first erupted on March 20, 2010, in a fiery display that sent fountains of lava shooting high into the air. 12
	800 people living near the volcano in southern Iceland were evacuated as a precautionary measure. 9
	Reports emerged of millions of pounds worth of vegetables and flowers destined for British supermarkets being destroyed in Kenya. 10
	Woodcote High School in Croydon south London was likely to be missing 12 teachers when it opened after Easter on Monday April 18th. 11

	That eruption, the volcano's first in nearly 200 years, opened up new vents nearby and built a 27-story-tall cone of magmatic rock.

	initial reports suggest glacial melt from Iceland's Eyjafjallajökull volcano, located about 120 km from Reykjavik, has raised local rivers by as much as three metres. 15
	The grounding of all flights cost the British economy at least £1 billion with losses rising at £230 million each day for each day of disruption. 14
	Powys LEA emailed its schools with health advice as dust reaching the ground might lead to pupils experiencing asthma attacks. Pupils might taste of smell sulphur in the air. 16

	The rapid cooling of the lava by the ice meant the ash particles were tiny pieces of volcanic glass. 19


	Farmers were racing to round up their flocks of sheep so that they could be moved to safety. The ash would suffocate them or cover the grass so they’d starve. 17
	The airline industry is losing £130 million each day. Some smaller airlines could be ‘tipped over the edge’ into bankruptcy if the disruption continues. 18
	Many people enjoyed the beautiful orange red glows at sunset. The volcanic dust reflects the sun’s rays give the beautiful colours. 20

	The current eruption started beneath a 650-foot-thick (200-metre-thick) ice cap. 23
	Rivers were desparately swollen from the meltwater and it was feared bridges would be washed away. 22
	Mail from Britain to the Far East was delayed whilst post to the USA was driven by road to southern Spain to be flown across the Atlantic. 24
	Many travellers were inconvenienced from Thursday April 15th through to Monday April 19th when their flights were cancelled. 21

	The eruption led to an ash cloud 12,000metres or more high. 1
	It was like a nuclear winter – dark, suffocating and cold. 2
	Britain was just coming out of recession with increasing exports. This  could not have come at a worse time . 3
	Some 4000 British tourists were stranded in South Africa. 4

	As of Tuesday April 13, Eyjafjallajökull's eruption seemed to be quieting down. But just hours later another eruption broke out on another part of the volcano.

	Iceland's latest volcanic eruption is coming to an end, scientists said on Monday 12th April — and the unexpected tourist boom that lifted this recession-weary country's financial gloom may be up in smoke as well. 7
	Eurostar trains were fully booked with an extra 50,000 passengers since the disruption started. Return tickets London to Paris are normally £69 but now a single was at least £223. Eurostar denied it was ‘cashing in’. Ferry operators also had record bookings. 6
