

	People made money from souvenirs like ash trays made from volcanic ash.
	Land in the valley bottoms and flood plains was flooded

	Much equipment like forestry lorries was destroyed
	Silt blocked harbours – ships were blocked at Portland for 3 days.

	Electricity supplies were disrupted.
	Clearing up all the ash and dust was expensive



	240 kms of trout and salmon streams destroyed
	Only 60 people killed because of the evacuation measures

	3000 cars stalled over 4 states because of ash fall
	By midsummer 1981 tourism levels were normal – people came to see the changes.

	Immediate food shortages – transport deliveries were disrupted.
	Rivers blocked with mud, fish and all wildlife killed.

	12% crop loss - $300,000,000 e.g. orchards covered in dust. Heavy rain caused ash laden branches to break.
	New minerals in the soil made the land gradually more fertile.

	Timber lost in blast zone. 800 million board metres
	Roads damaged, bridges washed away.

	New landforms created – new crater, lava spine, blast zone. Some unique geological features.
	60% of timber salvaged

	Lung problems were caused by the ash. People with diseases like asthma were badly affected.
	In two states the authorities decided to close schools for an early summer holiday. It was too risky to run the school buses.

	Flights were grounded in North Dakota 1000 miles away because of the ash causing problems with visibility. 
	People left the nearby town of Cougar. They were hurt by the ash blowing in their faces. It felt sharp like slivers of glass.

	12% of the mass of the volcano was `blown away reducing its height by 400 metres
	The new crater is 700 metres deep and 3 kms across. The new lava dome is 600 metres wide and 200 metres high.


The EFFECTS of the Mount St. Helens eruption can be classified as:


SOCIAL EFFECTS – affecting people and communities.


ECONOMIC EFFECTS – affecting work and business.


ENVIRONMENTAL – affecting the surroundings.


Effects can also be 


SHORT TERM – lasting days or weeks


LONG TERM – lasting months or years


There can also be GOOD EFFECTS and BAD EFFECTS.
