A large number of secondary and tertiary businesses are located in a region stretching from South Wales eastwards towards London and northwards towards Cambridge. This region is often called the M4 / M11 corridor. These businesses include many multinational companies (MNCs). Nokia, the Finnish manufacturer of mobile phones, is one such MNC. Nokia employs 2000 people in the UK at three sites. Two of these are close to Cambridge and the third is in the M4 corridor. Some of the reasons why this area has success in attracting industry are given on the map below:

Research Centre (NRC) works in close collaboration with Cambridge University researching into nanotechnology solving scientific challenges to transform the converging Internet and communications industries.
 The 
staff
 who work here are highly skilled and have expertise in science, engineering or specialist ICT skills. Companies like Nokia often choose this kind of plant close to other businesses that are conducting similar research. These companies have similar needs and are all supported by other businesses that supply specialist components or specialised technical advice and support. They therefore cluster together on specialised industrial estates that have become known as science parks or technology parks. They also like to attract the best students from top research universities like Cambridge.
