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Eventually the hard rock falls into the
plunge pool, because there is nothing
holding it up. The waterfall will have
moved further upstream
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The waterfall begins to erode the soft
rock at the back of the plunge pool,
and the process starts all over again

In time the soft rock at the back of
the plunge pool is eroded, and
the hard rock s left hanging
over the plunge pool

The river begins to erode away the
soft rock more quickly than the hard
rock and splashes into the
plunge pool at the bottom
