

Your task

You will need to feature one case study because you don’t have a budget to visit more than one location. You have chosen the Cefn Croes wind farm from the hills above Aberystywth in Wales.

· locate the case study in the UK

· Interest group pro should describe advantages,

· Interest group against should describe disadvantages and evidence of impacts;

You might encourage the interest groups to use:

· Images to make people sit up;

· Data that people can relate to;

· Quotations that make the case;

· Maps to show scale, proximity etc;

Your final part should:
· Say what happens next;

· Pose questions about the future;

· You should have refined your storyboard with another student and now will have 5 minutes to present it to the class.
