Year 7 Unit 1: Town and Country ‘KISS’ Outline

Key Question for Pupils: “Is this a good place to live”?

Key concept – quality of life

Change partners after each unit

Introductory lesson : starter is a pictureboard of Smokey Mountain. ‘Odd One Out’ exercise about Wales – partner work. Pairs need list of words and task sheet. Plenary activity gets into classification of the words.

Unit assignment - explain the purpose.

1. Starter: movie about quality of life variations.in Wales. Task sheet has questions for 2 teams – they alternate about observation and thinking/reasoning. Team one has image 1, 3, 5 etc. Movie could be replayed after stressing the need to notice – BLP resilience (spider image). Its like Question of Sport – pencil and notepad – jot things down. What is it like where we live? – image and worksheet. Plenary – gimme 5.

2. Pupils need copy of environmental survey sheet. Fieldwork to Everest Drive and High Street. Mention number work.
3. Starter is a cartoon on PowerPoint. Definition of QoL on PowerPoint – pupils write in book. PowerPoint explains features of QoL and Pupils then work out a QoL score. Discussion points. Plenary matching two pairs of images – on PowerPoint. Half a minute quiz of key words could start next lesson as a recap.
4. Read cards carefully. Matching the images and the word cards. Could laminate these. Sort cards into time order. Make list of specialist terms they are not sure of. Find a good and a bad quality of life issue for each pair. Pupils can work out a conclusion:  What have they learned today and how have they learned it!
5. Rural Mystery. Solve the mystery as a paired exercise. Write 100 words as a news report play explaining Sian and Gwyn’s problem. Act out. Watch BBC news. What have we learnt today – how did we learn it?
6. Start with the location map. Discuss drawing a Sketch map (skill). Watch the PowerPoint. Match words and images. Make a list of some of the problems that face Bleanavon. Make a list of specialist terms to go in a half a minute quiz game.
7. Why might Ceri be leaving Blaenavon? Match the words and pictures. Work out her family story. Draw a family tree.
8.  evaluation – collect in unit assignment.
