	2 Global Warming is causing the world’s glaciers to retreat.

	3 The Andes is the longest range of mountains in the world.

	4 More people are competing for a limited water supply so the  price of water is rising –  this causes conflict.

	5 The shortage of water, the shortage of food and the higher prices have all increased poverty.
	6 Bolivia is a landlocked country with 10 million people.

	7 1.71 million people  now live in La Paz / El Alto meaning more and more demand for water.
	8 Should the government borrow money to build high-tech reservoirs and HEP schemes?

	9 Could Bolivia develop other types of employment like manufacturing rather than farming?
	10 El Alto is the neighbouring city to La paz and houses the poorer people.


	11 Glacier meltwater helps to supply high villages and La Paz with fresh water.
	12  Bolivia is a very poor country and with the water shortages has become even more dependent on aid from abroad.

	13 Most mountain villagers are subsistence farmers and without enough water cannot grow enough food.
	14 Bolivia has a low rainfall annual total of about 525mm – drier than anywhere in Britain.

	15 La Paz is the highest capital city in the world.

	16 Is international aid an answer? Should richer countries try to solve Bolivia’s problems?

	17 Should the government encourage people to migrate away from the dry area of La Paz to the Amazon lowland?
	18 Rapid population growth  is occurring in La Paz / El Alto with rural to urban migration.

	19 Chacaltaya is a glacier in the hills above La Paz.

	20 Will international cooperation on Climate Change and CO2 reduction targets help?

	21 The La Paz area has a dry spell from May to August. Only  20mm rain falls then so meltwater is criucial.
	22 Should the government support water conservation and small scale, low tech water harvesting schemes?

	23 Rural depopulation is occurring – villagers are leaving high mountain villages and moving to the cities.
	24 South America is one of the continents made up of poor LEDCs
